The concept of Healthy School is first identified at a World Health Organization (WHO) conference in the early
eighties. Healthy School shall implement through setting -up of school based health policies, delivery of
personal health skills and health services, enhancement of physical environment, school ethos, and
partnership with the community, all of which would have strong impact on the health of students and staff.
The objectives of Safe School are to provide a safe and healthy environment at schools, prevent injury of
students and bridge gaps between schools and the community.

Hong &iHealthyiSchool /A

In order to incorporate the idea of Healthy and Safe School concepts and occupational safety and health in
school, the Safe and Healthy School concept is developed. It aims at providing adequate safety and health
protection to all teachers, staff, students and other members in school as well as building and maintaining a
close relationship among school, families and the community. Its objective is to build a safe, healthy,
harmonious and happy environment for all people to study and work.

As Haven of Hope Sunnyside School is a special school serving severely mentally disabled students, it is
especially important that health and safety awareness of both students and staff should be enhanced. Our
school signed the joint declaration of “Healthy Schools in Sai Kung District” and became a Healthy School in
1999. We developed a safe and healthy school management system, conducted regular self assessment and
« .ed to provide adequate safety and health protection to all teachers, staff and students. In 2000, a safe and
healthy committee was set up and carried out related regulations such as accident and fire prevention, first
aid facility, hygiene and manual handling work.

Accumulated years of development and experience, our school participated in the Hong Kong Safe & Healthy
School Accreditation Scheme last year. Our safe and healthy school management system was assessed by
the Hong Kong Alliance for Safe & Healthy School. We are honored to be accredited as a Hong Kong Safe
and Healthy School with excellent performance, which means that our school has scored over 85. In this
connection, we are the first school, also the first special school to win the award.

Far from complacent, our school continues to systematically implement and coordinate safe & healthy

measures by the Safe & Healthy School Development Committee including:

(1) Safety of Students:
To be monitored by Meals Committee, Infection Control Group, Nursing Group and Accident Prevention
Committee;

(2) Safety of Staff:
et up the Safe and Healthy Committee to formulate and carry out guidelines and procedures on manual
handling work, promote warm-up exercise before work, and offer proper and relevant safety and health
training to staff;

(3) Risk Management:
Risk Management Committee to draw up guidelines on handling different hazards such as outbreak of fire,
missing students, leakage of unidentified gas, outbreak of infection diseases and so on. Regular drills are
carried out for staff to practice;

(4) Protection of School Environment:
Set up Environmental Protection Committee to conduct campaigns on energy saving and join the Green
School Scheme;

(5) Safety of School Environment:
Occupational Safety and Health Committee and Support Group to conduct regular inspection at the
campus;

(6) Relationship with the Community:
Organize health and nursing care talks for parents, occupational safety and health talks for educational
institutions and organizations in the community.

After joining the Hong Kong Safe & Healthy School Accreditation Scheme and getting the advice of the
Occupational Safety and Health Council, the health and safety awareness of students, parents and staff is
enhanced, an even safer and healthier school environment and procedures are made.
